A CONVERSATION STARTER AND A GAME

CONVERSATION STARTER “I’m guessing that a trip to 
some swings with all the little ones isn’t your idea of... 
a perfect afternoon?” What is your idea of a perfect 
afternoon?

GAME: RESCUE. 1+ PLAYERS.
